Effective in January, commercial and industrial
customers will see a decrease between 10 percent and 18 percent. Reductions can vary, depending on usage. Tampa Electric bills will be below
the national average and among the lowest in Florida. Here's why bills will decrease:

Fuel

Lower costs for natural gas will be reflected in 2024 bills. Natural gas is used
in power plants to make electricity, and the cost is passed to customers with
no markup or profit. Tampa Electric will continue to utilize solar power and

clean, affordable natural gas to keep customer bills low.

(9 Storm Surcharge

The temporary storm charge, which collects funds to pay for restoration
efforts and to replenish the company's storm reserve, will decrease in 2024.

These costs will be spread across the entire year.
